This school was established in 1914 at 21, Shinmeimachi, Shiba
City (present day, 13, Hamamatsucho 1-chome). Despite suffering
damage from the Great Kanto Earthquake and the Asia-Pacific
War, it was renamed Tokyo Minato Municipal Shinmei Elementary
School in April 1947, and organized the city’s first mental-physical
handicap class in 1956. When Mount Mihara on the isle of Izu
Oshima erupted in 1986, the school was used as a facility to accept
evacuees, After marking its 80th year since opening, in the
following year, the school closed on the last day of March 1995,
and was integrated with Onarimon Elementary School.
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iy d\?ﬁ Old Akasaka Elementary School
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This school opened in September 1873 as The Third Senryo
Elementary School of the Third Junior High School District. It
renamed The Third Akasaka Elementary School of the Third Junior
High School District in November 1875, then afterwards changed
to Akasaka Public Elementary School in 1890, In 1945, the school
buildings were entirely destroyed by air raids, but after the war it
immediately reopened its classes at Hikawa Elementary School. In'
April 1947 it was renamed Tokyo Minato City Akasaka 'Efem;ejntaﬁé
Schooal, and held a commemorative ceremony for its 110th i
anniversary in December 1975. However, 17 years later it was
closed in March 1992, and was integrated with Hinokicho
Elementary School.
